The rinse aid is released during the final rinse o prevenl water from forming droplots on youwr dishes,
which can beave spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water o roll off the dishes.
Your dishwasher is designed to use liquid rinse aids.

Lower Basket

The lower basket is recommended for dinner plates, soup bowls, dishes, pots, pans, lids and grill trays.
Pilates should be positioned verlically and facing the center of the mck. Malke sure thal large items do not
interfere with the rotation of the spray arms, and do not prevent the detergent dispenser frorm opening.

When the dishwasher is being
losrded, food and drink residucs may drip onto the sides of the dishwasher door. These surfaces are outside the
wash cabinet and are not accessed by water from the spray arms. Any deposits should be wiped off before the
door is chosed.

Ii cleaning is required, the control panel should be wiped with a soft damp choth only.

A Toavoid penetration of water inte the door lock and elecrical compenents, do not use 3 spray deaner of any kind.

A Mover use abrasive cleaners or scouring pads on the outer surfaces because they may scratch the finish.
Some paper towels may also scratch or leave marks on the surface.

Internal Care

Filtering system

The filtering system in the base of the wash cabined retains coarse debris from the washing cpcle.

The collected coarse debris may cause the filters 1o dog Check the condition of the filers regularly and
clean them if necessany under running water. Follow the steps below to clean the filkers in the wash cabinet

{D Pictures are only for reference, diferent models of the filkering system and spray arms may be differcnt.

1 Hold the coarse filter and rotate it anticlockwise o unlock the filer
Lift the filter upwards and out of the dishwasher.

2. The fine filter can be pulled off the bottom of the filter assembly. The coarse filker can be
detached from the main filter by gently squeezing the tabs at the top and pulling it away.

3. Larger food remnants can be cleaned by rinsing the filter under running water.
For a more thorough clean, use a soft dleaning brush.

4. Reassemble the filters in the roverse order of n
the disassembly. replace the iter insert,
and rotate clockwise o the close armow.

A Never use the dishwasher without filkers in
place. Improper replacoment of the filler may
reduce the performance level of the applance
and damage dishes and utensils.

Spray arms
It is necessary to chean the spray arms regularly as hard water chemicals will clog the
spray amm jets and bearings. To clean the spray amms, Tollow the instructions behow:

1. To remove the upper spray arm, hold the nut, rotate the arm cloclkwise o romove it
2. To remove the lower spray arm, pull ouwt the spray arm wpward.

3. Wash the arms in soapy and warm water and use a sofl brush to clean the jets.

Caring for the Dishwasher

Frost precaution
Flease take rost prolection measures on the dishwasher in winter.
Every time afler running wash cycles, please operate as follows:

1. Cut off the electrical power 1o the dishwasher at the supply source.

2. Turn off the water supply and disconnect the water inket pipe from the wator vahe.

3. Dwain the water from the inlet pipe and water vabve. {Use a pan to gather the water)

4. Reconnect the water indet pipe 1o the water vahe.

E. Remowe the flter at the bottom of the tub and use a sponge to soak up walter in the sump.

After every wash
After every wash, tum off the water supply 1o the appliance and leave
the door shightly open so that moisture and odors are not rapped inside.

Remove the plug
Eefore deaning or performing maintenance, ahlways remove the plug from the socked.

Mo solvents or abrasive cleaning

To clean the exterior and ubber parts of the dishwasher, do not use solvents or abrasiee cleaning products.
Only use a cloth with warm soapy waler. To remowe spols of stains rom the surface of the interiorn, use a choth
dampened wilh waler an a lithe vinegar, or a cleaning product made specifically for dishwashers.

When not in use for & longtime

It is recommend that you run a wash cyche with the dishwasher empty and then remove the

plug from the socket, turn off the water supply and leawe the door of the appliance slightly open.
Thits will help the door scals o last longer and prevent odors from forming within the applisnce.

Moving the appliance
I the appliiance must be moved, try to keep it in the verical position
If absolutely nocessany, it can be positioned on ils back.

Seals

One of the factors thal cause odours to form in the dishwasher is focd thal remains tmpped in the seals.
Periodic deaning with a damp sponge will prevent this from ooourring.
