This appliance must be grounded. In the event

This
appliance is equipped with a cord having an
equipment-grounding conductor and a grounding
plug. The plug must be plugged into an appropriate
outlet that is installed and grounded in accordance
with all local codes and ordinances.

Improper connection of the egquipment-
grounding conductor can result in a risk

of electric shock. Check with a gualified
electrician or service representative if you
are in doubt whether the appliance is
properly grounded. Do not modify the plug
provided with the appliance; If it is not fit
for the outlet. Have a proper outlet installed
by a qualified electrician.

Do not abuse, sit on, or stand on the door or dish
rack of the dishwasher.

Do not touch the heating element during or
immediately after use.

Do not operate your dishwasher unless all
enclosure panels are properly in place. Open
the door very carefully if the dishwasher is
operating, there is a risk of water squirting out.

Do not place any heavy objects or stand on the door
when it is open. The appliance could tip forward.

When loading items to be washed:

1) Locate sharp items so that they are not likely to
damage the door seal;

2) Load sharp knives with the handles up toreduce
the risk of cut-type injuries.

3) Warning:Knives and other utensils with sharp points
must be loaded inthe basket with their points down
or placed in a horizontal position.

When using your dishwasher, you should prevent
plasticitems from contacting the heating element.

Check that the detergent receptable is empty after
completion of the wash cycle.

Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked
dishwasher safe or the equivalent. For plastic

items not so marked, check the manufacturer's
recommendations.

Only use detergent and rinse-aid intended
specifically for domestic dishwashers.

Never use soap,laundry detergent, or hand washing
detergent which can produce excessive amounts

of foam and can impair operation of the appliance.

Other means for disconnection from the supply must
beincorprated in the fixed wiring with at least 3mm
contact separationinall poles.

Keep children away from detergent and rinse aid, keep
children away from the open door of the dishwasher,
there could still be some detergent left inside.

Young children should be supervised to ensure that
they do not play with the appliance.

This appliance is not intended for use by young children
orinfirm persons unless they have been adequately
supervised by aresponsible person to ensure that they
can use the appliance safely.

Dishwasher detergents are strongly alkaline,they
can be extremely dangerous if swallowed. Avoid
contact with skin and eyes and keep children away
from the dishwasher whenthe dooris open.

The door should not be leftin the open position
since this could presenta tripping hazard.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced
by the manufacturer or its service agent ora
similarly qualified person in order to avoid a
hazard.

Remove the door to the washing compartment when
removing an old dishwasher from service or discarding it

Please dispose of packing materials properly.

During installation, the power supply must not
be excessively or dangerously bent or flattened.

Adjusting the Rinse Aid Dispenser

Ameasured amount of rinse-aid is released during the final rinse. As with detergent, the amount
of rinse-aid needed for your dishes depends on the hardness of the water in yourarea. Too much
rinse-aid can result in lather of foaming and cause cloudiness or streaks on your dishes. If the
water in your area is very soft, you may not need rinse-aid. If you do,you can dilute the rinse-aid
with an equal amount of water.

The rinse-aid dispenser has six or four settings. Always start with the dispenser seton" 2" If
spots and poor drying are problems, increase the amount of rinse aid dispensed by removing the
dispenser lid and rotating the dial to "3". If the dishes still are not drying properly or are spotted,
adjust the dial to the next higher number until your dishes are spot-free. We suggest you

to seton 4" (Factory valueis'4".)

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

Ifthere is no rinse aid warning light in the control panel, you can judge the amount of rinse aid by the following means. The
black dot on the rinse aid dispenser indicates the amount of rinse aid in the dispenser. As the rinse aid diminishes, the size of
the black dot decreases. You should never let the rinse aid get below 1 / 4 full.

Not suitable for the dishwasher

The following should not be cleaned in the dishwasher:

Wooden cutlery and utensils-these will leach out and become unsightly.

Sensitive ornamental glasses, craft utensil and vases,special antique orirretrievable utensils.These ornaments are not
dishwasher-proof.

Plastic parts sensitive to hot water. Copperand tin utensils.

Utensils which are soiled with ash,wax,lubricating grease or ink. Absorbent materials such as sponges and cloths.

Aluminium and silver parts have atendency to discolour and fade during the wash cycle.Even some types of glass may turn
cloudy after many wash cycles.

Recommendation:

Infuture buy utensils which are identified as dishwasher-proof.

Damage to glassware and other dishers

Possible causes:

Type of glass or manufacturing process. Chemical composition of detergent.
Water temperature and duration of dishwasher program.
Suggested remedy:

Use glassware or porcelain dishes that have been marked 'dishwasher-proof' by the manufacturer .

Use a mild detergent that is described as 'kind to dishes'.if necessary,seek furtherinformation from detergent manufacturers.
Selectaprogram with a low temperature.

To prevent damage,take glass and cutlery out of the dishwasher as soon as possible after the program has ended.




Forget to Add a Dish?

Aforgotten dish can be added at any time before the detergent cup opens.
{ Please press the Start/Reset button. 5 Add forgotten dishes.

€ Do not open the door until the water spray action stops. 4 Close the door and Press the Start/Reset button to start washing.
Steam may rise out of the dishwasher.

Filtering System
For your convenience, we have placed the drain pump and filtering system within easy reach inside the tub. There are three
components of the filtering system: the main filter, the coarse filter, and the fine filter.

¢ Mainfilter
Food and soil particles trapped by this filter are pulverized by a special jet on the lower spray

arm and washed down the drain.

7 2 £ Coarsefilter
Largeritems, suchas pieces of bone or glass, that could clog the drain are trapped in the

coarse filter. To remove an item caught in this filter, gently squeeze the tabs ontop of this
filter and lift it out.

S Finefilter
This filter holds soil and food residue in the sump area and prevents it from being

redeposited on the dishes during a cycle.
ATTENTION: Do not put the fine filter upside down

Caring for the Dishwasher

To clean the control panel use a lightly dampened cloth then dry thoroughly. To clean the exterior use a good
appliance polish wax.
Never use sharp objects, scouring pads or harsh cleaners on any part of the dishwasher.

Protect Against Freezing

If your dishwasher is left in an unheated place during the winter, ask a service technician to:

' Cut off electrical power to the dishwasher. & Reconnect the water inlet pipe to the

water valve.
£ Turn off the water supply and disconnect the water .
inlet pipe from the water valve. 5 Remove the filter in the tub the bottom
and use a sponge to soak up water
5 Drain water from the inlet pipe and water valve. in sump.

(Use a pan to catch the water.)

Cleaning the Spray Arms

It is necessary to clean the spray arms regularly , hard water chemicals will clog the
spray arm jets and bearings. To remove the spray arm, screw off the nut clockwise to take
outthe washer on top of the spray arm and remove the arm. Wash the arms in soapy and
warm water and use a soft brush to clean the jets. Replace them after rinsing them

thoroughly.

Cleaning the Filters

Filter assembly

~ = For best performance and results, the filter assembly must be cleaned.
The filter efficiently removes food particles from the wash water, allowing it to be

recirculated during the cycle. For this reason, itis agood ideato remove the larger
food particles trapped in the filter after each wash cycle by rinsing the semicircular
filter and cup under running water. To remove the filter assembly, pull on the cup
handle in the upward direction. The entire filter assembly should be cleaned

once aweek.

To clean the coarse filter and the fine filter, use a cleaning brush. Then, reassemble
the filter parts as shownin the figures left and reinsert the entire assembly in the
dishwasher, positioning in its seat and pressing downward.




A WARNING!

The dishwasher must never be used without the filters in place . Improper replacement of the
filter may reduce the performance level of the appliance and cause damage to the appliance .
When cleaning the filters, do not knock them around. Otherwise the filters may become distorted and the performance of the

dishwasher be be compromised.

Cleaning the Door

Toclean the edge around the door, you should use only a soft warm, damp rag. To prevent

MNever use a spray cleaner to clean the door panel for it could damage the door lock and electrical components.
Donotuseanabrasive cleaning agent or some paper towels as they may cause scratches or leave spots on the stainless steel surface.

How to Keep Your Dishwasher in Shape

After Every Wash

After every wash, turn off the water supply to the
appliance and leave the door slightly ajar so that
moisture and odours are nottrapped inside.

Remove the Plug

Before cleaning or performing maintenance, always
remove the plug from the socket. Do not run risks.

No Solvents or Abrasive Cleaning

Toclean the exterior and rubber parts of the dishwasher,
donot use solvents or abrasive cleaning products.
Rather, use only a cloth and warm soapy water.

To remove spots or stains from the surface of the
interior, use a cloth dampened with water and a little
white vinegar, or a cleaning product made specifically
for dishwashers.

When You Go on Holiday

When vou go on holiday, it is recommended that youruna
wash cycle with the dishwasher empty and then remove
the plug from the socket, turn off the water supply and
leave the door of the appliance slightly ajar. This will help
the seals lastlonger and prevent odours from forming
within the appliance.

Moving the Appliance

If the appliance must be moved, try to keep it in the vertical
position.If absolutely necessary, it can be positioned on
its back.

Seals

One of the factors that cause odours to formin the
dishwasheris food that remains trapped in the seals.
Periodic cleaning with a damp sponge will prevent this
from occurring.

Positioning the Appliance

Position the appliance in the desired location. The back should rest against the wall behind it, and the sides, along the adjacent
cabinets or wall. The dishwasher is equipped with water supply and drain hoses that can be positioned to the right or the left to
facilitate proper installation.

Levelling the Appliance

Once the appliance is positioned,adjust the feet (screwing them in or out) to adjust the
height of the dishwasher, making it level. Inany case .the appliance should not be inclined
more than 2°.

Drain hose Connection

Insertthe drain hose into a drain pipe with a minimum diameter of 40 mm, or let it run into the sink, making sure to avoid bending
orcrimping it. Use the special plastic support that attached with the appliance. The free end of the hose must be at a height
between 400 and 1000mm and must not be immersed in water.

How to Drain Excess Water
From Hoses

If the sink is 1000 higher from the floor, the excess water in hoses cannot

be drained directly into the sink. |t will be necessary to drain excess

water from hoses into a bucket or suitable container that is held outside and lower
than the sink.
